Every critical safety decision is made collaboratively with this team who are very supportive of the 
festival. We appreciate and respect their work.

As part of our safety management plan;
 emergency management services and trained staff are on-site 24 hours over festival weekends,
 professionals monitor and advise on the situations across Victoria prior to and during the festival weekend, and
 if required we will activate our multi-faceted communication plan. Keeping people regularly informed about major 

incidents and emergencies is important to us.
